2. Identify the altitude category of the site; ie less than 100m, 101 to 200m, or 201 to 300m
above sealevel. Referto anordinance survey map or visit www.streetmap.co.uk

3. Referto the wind speed zone map on the front page to identify the correct zone; ie zone 1,
2 or 3. If the site lies on the junction of two wind speed zones use the higher wind speed
zone. Forthe ChannelIslands assume Zone 2

4. |dentify the building heightto ridge (5m, 10m or 15m)
5. ldentify the roof pitch category (less than 35°, 35° to 44° or 45° to 54°)

6. Read off the fixing specification code from the table. Referto the key below the tables fora
description of the fixings
